Surface preparation:
The surface must be dry, clean, sound and free of dirt, oil, grease and dust

A - Pre-painted surfaces:

1 - Remove as much old paint as possible

2 - Abrade the entire surface with appropriate sandpaper, and then remove the resulting dust
3 - Rinse the surface with clean water and leave it to dry completely

4 - Paint a single layer of Raghadan Primer Sealer if the surface is very porous

5 - Fill holes, cracks and voids with Raghadan wall putty, and then leave it to dry completely
6 - Abrade the putty and clean the dust off the surface

7 - Paint two layers of Raghadan's Vinyl Silk Quarter Gloss




B - New surfaces:
1 - Abrade the entire surface with appropriate sandpaper in order to obtain a smooth surface,
and
then remove the resulting dust
2 - Paint a single layer of Raghadan Primer Sealer
3 - Putty the entire surface with Raghadan putty and leave it to dry completely
4 -Abrade the entire surface with appropriate sandpaper, and then remove the resulting dust
5 - Paint two layers of Raghadan's Vinyl Silk Quarter Gloss

Instructions for use:

1- Anaerobic Spray gun

- Diluted : Clean water

- Dilution ratio : 5-10% by volume

- Gun's nozzle slot  :0.015-0.018 inches
- External pressure  : 120-140 bar

2- Air Spray gun

- Diluted : Clean water

- Dilution ratio : 10-15% by volume
- Gun's nozzle slot  :1.5-2.0 mm

- External pressure : 2-3 bar

3- Brush / Roller

- Diluted : Clean water

- Dilution ratio : 5-10% by volume
Color:

White

Packaging:

- Drum - Gallon
- Weight according to write on pack

Notes:

- Shake the container well before use

- Avoid the use of paint when temperature is below 5 degrees

- After Painting, clean the used tools with water immediately

- Seal the container tight after use

- Containers must be stored in a cool dry place

- Keep the containers out of children's reach
